International Remittance Instruction 
(just for reference)

1. TT (telex transfer): open a foreign currency deposit book (yellow) in your locus. Remittance can be received in 3 to 7 days, if someone remits in abroad bank. Money is directly remitted to personal account (personal deposit book). The fees of remitting should be taken by remitter. Each operation requires $20. Deposit book can be used to draw money when the money is remitted to the account. Money as well as can be remitted to university account, but additional RMB150 is required.

2. DD (demand draft): Remittance can be received in 2 to 3 months. (We suggest you don’t transfer your money in this way. As it will take too long time)

3. Traveler’s check: someone remits check in one country and he should draw money in anther country. The fees of remitting are the most expensive. 

Attention:
1. The information that someone fills out in bank must be consistent with that of his passport.

2. You should change cash into RMB in bank .you’d better not change the cash with individual for avoiding unnecessary trouble.

3. You should take charge of your property carefully in the process of drawing money and back to university.

4. Students can have transaction in the Bank of China ( close to our campus)
